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GENERAL GUIDELINES

NEVER OPEN THIS FIXTURE WHILE IN USE!

During the initial operation of this fixture, a light smoke or smell may emit from the
interior of the fixture. This is a normal process and is caused by excess paint in the
interior of the casing burning off from the heat associated with the lamp and will
decrease gradually over time.

This fixture is a professional lighting effect designed for INDOOR / DRY LOCATIONS
ONLY on stage, in nightclubs, theatres, etc.

Please make sure there are NO FLAMMABLE MATERIALS close to the fixture while
operating, to prevent any fire hazard.

Minimum distance to lighted objects must be 16.4 feet (5m).
Maximum temp of the external surface 194°F (90°C).
Minimum distance of inflammable materials from the surface 1.6 feet (0.5m).

The fixture must be installed in a location with adequate ventilation, at least 1.5
feet (.bm) from adjacent surfaces. Be sure no air ventilation slots are blocked.

DO NOT attempt installation and/or operation without knowledge how to do so.

DO NOT allow operation by persons who are not qualified to operate this type of
fixture. Most damages are the result of operations by nonprofessionals.

Consistent operational breaks may ensure the fixture will function properly for
many years to come.

DO NOT shake fixture, avoid brute force when installing and/or operating fixture.

Always install the fixture with an appropriate safety cable. When installing the
fixture in a suspended environment, always use mounting hardware that is no less
than M10 x 25 mm, also be sure the hardware is insert in the pre-arranged screw
holes in the bracket of the fixture.

Use the original packaging and materials to transport the fixture in for service.

DO NOT TOUCH the housing bare-hand during its operation. Turn OFF the power
and allow approximately 15 minutes for the fixture to cool down before replacing
or serving.
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DISCHARGE LAMP WARNING

This fixture is fitted with a DISCHARGE LAMP, which is highly
susceptible to damage if improperly handled. NEVER touch the
lamp with your bare hands, as the oil from your hands will shorten
the life of the lamp. Also, NEVER move the fixture until the lamp
has had ample time to cool. Lamps are NOT covered under
warranty conditions.

Avoid switching the fixture ON and OFF repeatedly in short

intervals, as this will reduce lamp life and intensity. To achieve the intensity

associated with discharge lamps, these lamps use gas sealed in a high-pressure

environment to emit a brilliant output.

@ Due to the high pressure involved with the construction of the lamp, the
lamp MAY EXPLODE DURING PROLONGED EXTENSIVE USE. This risk is increased with
age; added care is encouraged when dealing with older lamps. Thus, the lamp

must always be replaced at the end of their recommended duty cycle. Extireme

caution should be used when operating this or any fixture fitted with a gas

discharge lamp.

UV RADIATION NOTICE

LAMP REPLACEMENT

Please note that due to the nature of the Phillips™ Platinum 16R
Lamp and the optical path of the Elation PLATINUM WASH 16R
PRO fixture, the lamp MUST BE replaced at 1,500 hours.

Use only Genuine Original Phillips™ Platinum 16R Lamps. Other
brand lamps may cause damage and void warranty!

INSTALLING OR REPLACING THE LAMP
To ensure a proper/safe lamp change, carefully read all the following instructions.

LAMP PROTECTION CIRCUITRY

Because of the nature of the extreme heat associated with the Phillips™ Platinum
16R PRO lamp and the tight nature of the internal optical system, it is IMPERATIVE that
the lamp be replaced every 1,500 Hours. This is done to protect the internal optical
system as well as prevent accidental lamp explosion, which could lead fo hot glass
particles falling from the fixture.

At 1,400 Hours the LCD conftrol display will begin to flash, “Replace The Lamp” and

FAILURE TO CHANGE THE LAMP WITHIN 100 HOURS of the 1,500 HOUR RATED
LIFE, WILL CAUSE THE FIXTURE TO AUTOMATICALLY SHUT DOWN!

the lamp will flicker for the first five minutes of operation. At this point the laomp has
reached the maximum rated life and should be replaced immediately. After the
lamp has flickered for about five minutes it should strike normally allowing the fixture
to be used temporarily until a replacement lamp can be installed. The fixture will
continue to operate for an additional 100 hours, however the “Replace the Lamp”
warning will continue to flash in the display. Keep in mind that the flicker protection
circuitry will only work for about 100 Hours (lamp clock life of 1,400-1,500 Hours).

After 1,500 Hours the fixture will no longer respond to DMX commands and
immediately enter a hibernation mode that will electronically discontinue all fixture
functionality with the exception of a few menu commands. The fixture will continue
to enter hibernation mode unfil the lamp is replaced and the lamp clock has been
reset. To replace the lamp follow the safety guidelines and procedures listed on the
next page.

1. Place fixture on a flat surfface and remove (3) screws marked “A”, “B”, and “C”,
illustrated by the RED ARROWS then remove LAMP COVER PLATE to access the lamp.

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3. Using your index and middle fingers, gently push the top of the lamp DOWNWARD in the
direction illustrated by the RED ARROW, to unlock lamp from the top retention bracket.

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5. Using a clean cloth or gloves, gently install the new lamp into the fixture; placing
the bottom edge of the lamp first DOWNWARD into the bottom retention
bracket as illustrated by the RED ARROWS.
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6. Using your index and middle fingers, gently push the top of the lamp DOWNWARD in
the direction illustrated by the RED ARROW, then push the lamp BACK towards the base
of the fixture to LOCK the lamp under the top retention bracket.

7. Gently attached (2) Red Wires connected to spade terminals on base of lamp.

9. Be sure to reset the LAMP HOURS in the system menu to prevent the protection

circuitry from accidently shutting off the lamp during normal operation.

10. If the lamp protection circuitry has already been initiated and the LAMP HOURS is

not reset, the “Replace the Lamp” warning will continue to flash and fixture will
eventually shut down. To reset LAMP HOURS, see instructions on the next page.

Activate the main menu by pressing MODE/ESC and toggle to “Information”.
Press ENTER and press UP or DOWN to toggle to “Time Information”.

Press UP or DOWN to toggle to “L-Timer Password” and press ENTER. Then press UP
or DOWN 1o enter the reset pass code, “038” and press ENTER to confirm. The
display will automatically revert to “L-Timer Password”, next press UP or DOWN to
toggle down to “Clear Lamp Time”.

Press ENTER and select “ON”. The lamp fimer has now been reset, press

MODE/ESC to exit the menu and return to the home screen.
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LAMP OPTIMIZATION

Unlike traditional discharge lamps the Phillips™ Platinum 16R Lamp does NOT require
optimization. The lamp orientation and optimization procedure has been preset
during the manufacturing process of the lamp. Please remember the Phillips™
Platinum 16R Lamp is NOT a hot-restrike lamp therefore, you must wait approximately

15 minutes before you can attempt to restrike the lamp once it has been turned off.
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FIXTURE INSTALLATION

CAUTION!

The electric connection must only be carried out by a qualified electrician.

CAUTION!
Please consider the GB7000.15/EN60598-2-17 and the other respective national norms during
the installation. The installation must only be carried out by a qualified person.

I CAUTIONS

For added protection, mount the fixture in areas outside walking paths, seating
areas, or in areas were unauthorized personnel might reach the fixture.

Ambient operating temperature range for this fixture is 14° to 113°F. (-10° to 45°C)
Do not use the fixture under or above this temperature.

Before mounting the fixture to any surface, make sure the installation area can
hold a minimum point load of 10 times the weight of the fixture. (420 Ibs / 191 kQ)

Fixture installation must always be secured with a secondary safety attachment,
such as an appropriate safety cable.

Never stand directly below the device when mounting, removing or servicing.

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CLAMP MOUNTING

The PLATINUM WASH 16R PRO™ provides a unigue mounting bracket assembly that
integrates the bottom of the base, the included Omega Brackets (x2) and safety
cable rigging point in one unit (see the illustration below). When mounting this fixture
to truss be sure to secure an appropriately rated clamps to the included omega
brackets using a M10 screw fitted through the center hole of the Omega Bracket. Be
sure to attach the included Safety Cable to the fixture using the safety cable rigging
point infegrated in the base assembly.

SECURING

Regardless of the rigging option you choose for your PLATINUM WASH 16R PRO™
always be sure to secure your fixture with a safety cable. The fixture provides a
built-in rigging point for a safety cable on the hanging bracket as illustrated above.
Be sure to only use the designated rigging point for the safety cable and never
secure a safety cable to a carrying handle.
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UNDERSTANDING DMX

DMX-512

DMXis short for Digital Multiplex. This is a universal protocol used by most lighting and
conftroller manufactures as a form of communication between intelligent fixtures
and conftrollers. DMX allows all makes and models of different manufactures to be
linked together and operate from a single conftroller. This is possible as long as all the
fixtures and the conftroller are DMX compliant. A DMX controller sends the DMX data
instructions to the fixture allowing the user to control the different aspects of an
intelligent light. DMX data is sent out as serial data that travels from fixture to fixture
via data “IN” and data "OUT” XLR terminals located on the fixtures (most controllers
will only have output jacks).

DMX LINKING

To ensure proper DMX data transmission, always use proper DMX cables and a
terminator. When using several DMX fixtures try to use the shortest cable path
possible. Never split a DMX line with a “Y" style connector. The order in which the
fixtures are connected in a DMX line does not influence the DMX addressing. For
example; a fixture assigned a starting DMX address of 1 may be placed anywhere in
the DMX chain, at the beginning, at the end, or anywhere in the middle. The DMX
controller knows to send data assigned to address 1 to that fixture no matter where
it is located in the DMX chain. The PLATINUM WASH 16R PRO™ can be controlled via
DMX-512 protocol and the DMX address is set via the control menu.

DATA CABLE (DMX Cable) REQUIREMENTS (For DMX and Master/Slave Operation)

Your fixture and your DMX conftroller require a standard 3pin or 5pin XLR connector
for data input and data output (see figure below). If you are making your own
cables, be sure to use two conductor, shielded digital DMX cable rated at 120 ohms;
this cable is designed for DMX transmission and may be purchased from your Elation
dealer or at most professional lighting retailers. Your cables should be made with @
male and female XLR connector on either end of the cable. Also, remember that a
DMX line must be daisy chained and cannot be split, unless using an approved DMX
splitter such as Elation’s Opto Branch 4™, Opto Branch 8™, or DMX-Branch/4™,

Be sure to follow the above figure when making your own cables. Do
not use the ground lug on the XLR connector. Do not connect the
cable’s shield conductor to the ground lug or allow the shield
conductor to come in contact with the XLR outer casing. Grounding
the shield could cause a short circuit and erratic behavior.

DMX-512 CONTROLLER CONNECTION

Connect the provided XLR cable to the female XLR output of your controller and the
other side to the male XLR input of the PLATINUM WASH 16R PRO™. The diagram
below illustrates a typical DMX-512 connection when the fixture is in the 26 Channel
Extended Mode. You can chain multiple panels together through serial linking. The
cable that should be used is two conductor, shielded DMX cable with XLR input and
output connectors. Always be sure daisy chain your in and out data connections,
never split or "Y" your DMX connections unless you are using an approved DMX
splitter such as Elation’s Opto Branch 4™, Opto Branch 8™, or DMX-Branch/4™,

A DMX terminator should be used in all DMX lines especially in longer runs. The use of
a terminator may avoid erratic behavior in your DMX line. A terminator is a 120 ohm
1/4 watt resistor that is connected between pins 2 and 3 of a male XLR connector
(DATA + and DATA -). This fixture is inserted in the female XLR connector of the last
fixture in your daisy chain to terminate the line. Using a line terminator will decrease
the possibilities of erratic behavior,

5pin XLR DMX CONNECTORS

Some manufactures use 5pin XLR connectors for DATA transmission in place of 3pin.
5pin XLR fixtures may be implemented in a 3pin XLR DMX line. When inserting
standard 5pin XLR connectors in to a 3pin line a cable adaptor must be used, these
adaptors are readily available at most electric stores. The following chart details a
proper cable conversion.

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DMX ADDRESSING

All fixtures should be given a DMX starting address when using a DMX conftroller, so
the correct fixture responds to the correct control signal. This digital starting address
is the channel number from which the fixture starts to “listen” to the digital control
information sent out from the DMX conftroller. The allocation of this starting DMX
address is achieved by sefting the correct DMX address on the digital display
located on the back of the fixture.

You can set the same starting address for all fixtures or a group of fixtures, or set
different address for each individual fixture. Be advised that setting all fixtures to the
same DMX address will subsequently control all fixtures in the same fashion, in other
words, changing the settings of one channel will affect all the fixtures simultaneously.

If you set each fixture to a different DMX address, each unit will start to “listen” to the
channel number you have set, based on the quantity of control channels (DMX
channels) of each fixture. That means changing the settings of one channel will only
affect the selected fixture.

In the case of the PLATINUM WASH 16R PRO™, when in the 26 Channel Extended
Mode you should set the starting DMX address of the first unit to 1, the second unit to
27 (26 + 1), the third unit to 83 (27 + 26), and so on.

Note: During start-up the PLATINUM WASH 16R PRO™ will automatically detect
whether a DMX data signal is being received or not.

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ERROR CODES

When power is applied, the fixture automatically enters a “Reset/Test” mode. This
mode brings all the internal motors to a home position. If there is an internal problem
with one or more of the motors an error code will flash in the display in the form of
“Err channel is XX” were as XX will represent a specific function. The display may
show one or multiple error codes. For example, when the display shows “Err Channel
is Color Wheel”, it means the Color Wheel is not in the home position. If there are
multiple errors at the same time, you may see the error messages “Err channel is
Color Wheel”, “Err Channel is Pan Movement”, “Err Channel is Tilt Movement” flash
for 2 times.

If errors occur during the initial start-up procedure the fixture will self-generate a
second reset signal and try to realign all the motors and correct the errors. If any
errors persist after a second attempt a third attempt will be made. If after a third
attempt all the errors have not been corrected the fixture will make the following

determinations:

* 3 or More Errors - The fixture cannot function properly with three or more errors
therefore the fixture will place itself in a stand-by mode until sulbsequent repairs
can be made.

* Less Than 3 Errors - The fixture has less than 3 errors; therefore most other functions
will work properly. The fixture will attempt to operate normally until the errors can
be correct by a technician. The errors in question will remain flashing in the
display as a reminder of internal errors.

PAN- Movement Er (PAN-Yoke Movement Error)

This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the yoke’'s magnetic-indexing
circuit malfunction (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective
(or its driving IC on the main PCB). The PAN- movement is not located in the default
position after the reset.

TILT- movement Er (TILT-Head Movement Error)

This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s magnetic-indexing
circuit malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective
(or its driving IC on the main PCB). The TILT- movement is not located in the default
position after the reset.
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Color Wheel Er (Color Wheel Error)

This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the magnetic-indexing circuit
malfunction (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its
driving IC on the main PCB). The color wheel is not located in the default position after
the reset.

Dimmer Er (Dimmer Error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the
magnetic-indexing circuit malfunction (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the
stepping-motor is defective (or its driving IC on the main PCB). The Dimmer is not
located in the default position after the reset.

Zoom Er (Zoom Error)

This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the magnetic-indexing circuit
malfunction (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its
driving IC on the main PCB). The Zoom is not located in the default position after the
reset.

Cyan Color Er (Cyan Color Error)

This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the magnetic-indexing circuit
malfunction (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its
driving IC on the main PCB). The Cyan Color is not located in the default position after
the reset.

Magenta Color Er (Magenta Color Error)

This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the magnetic-indexing circuit
malfunction (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its
driving IC on the main PCB). The Magenta Color is not located in the default position
after the reset.
