SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS AND GUIDELINES

DO NOT TOUCH the fixture housing during operation. Turn OFF the power and
allow approximately 15 minutes for the fixture to cool down before serving.

DO NOT shake fixture, avoid brute force when installing and/or operating fixture.

DO NOT operate fixture if the power cord has become frayed, crimped and/or
damaged. If the power cord is damaged, replace it immediately with a new one
of similar power rating.

DO NOT block any air ventilation slots. All fan and air inlets must remain clean and
never blocked. Allow approx. 6” (15cm) between fixture and other devices or a
wall for proper cooling.

When installing fixture in a suspended environment, always use mounting
hardware that is no less than M10 x 25 mm, and always install fixture with an
appropriately rated safety cable.

Always disconnect fixture from main power source before performing any type of
service and/or cleaning procedure. Only handle the power cord by the plug
end, never pull out the plug by tugging the wire portion of the cord.

During the initial operation of this fixture, a light smoke or smell may emit from the
interior of the fixture. This is a normal process and is caused by excess paint in the
interior of the casing burning off from the heat associated with the lamp and will
decrease gradually over time.

Consistent operational breaks will ensure the fixture will function properly for
many years to come.

Use the original packaging and materials to transport the fixture in for service.

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CLAMP INSTALLATION

The fixture provides a unique mounting assembly (Omega Bracket) that attaches to
the bottom of the base. (See the illustration below). When mounting this fixture to
fruss be sure to secure an appropriately rated clamp to the included Omega
Bracket using a M10 screw fitted through the center hole of the Omega Bracket. Be
sure to attach an appropriate Safety Cable (not included) to the fixture using the
safety cable rigging point integrated in the base assembly.

OMEGA BRACKET INSTALLATION

Insert the Omega Bracket into the matching holes on the boftom of the fixture.
Secure the Omega Bracket to the fixture by turning each quick-lock fastener V4 turn
clockwise; making sure the fastener is completely locked.

Overhead rigging requires extensive experience, including amongst others
calculating working load limits, installation material being used, and periodic safety
inspection of all installation material and the fixture.

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SYSTEM MENU

The fixture comes with an easy to navigate system menu. The control panel (see
image below) located on the front the fixture provides access to the main system
menu and is where all necessary system adjustments are made to the fixture. During
normal operation, pressing MODE button once will access the fixture’s main menu.
Once in the main menu you can navigate through the different functions and
access the sub-menus with the UP, DOWN, RIGHT, and LEFT buttons. Once you reach
a field that requires adjusting, press the ENTER butfton to activate that field and use
the UP and DOWN bufttons to adjust the field. Pressing the ENTER button once more
will confirm your setting. You may exit the main menu at any time without making
any adjustments by pressing the MODE/ESC button.

» NOTE: To access the LCD Menu Conftrol Display via the internal battery, press and
hold the DC SWITCH button for 3 seconds. The LCD Menu Control Display will shut
OFF automatically about 1 minute from the last button press.
