IP65 RATED

The International Protection (IP) rating system is commonly expressed as “IP” (Ingress Protection)
followed by two numbers (i.e. IP65), where the numbers define the degree of protection. The first digit
(Foreign Bodies Protection) indicates the extent of protection against particles entering the fixture,
and the second digit (Water Protection) indicates the extent of protection against water entering the
fixture. An IP65 rated lighting fixture is designed and tested to protect against the ingress of dust (6),
and low-pressure water jets from any direction (5).

NOTE: THIS FIXTURE IS INTENDED FOR TEMPORARY OUTDOOR USE ONLY!

Maritime/Coastal Environment Installations: A coastal environment is seaside adjacent, and caustic
to electronics through exposure to atomized salt-water and humidity, whereas maritime is anywhere
within 5-miles of a coastal environment.

NOT suitable for maritime/coastal environment installations. Installing this fixture
in a maritime/coastal environment may cause corrosion and/or excessive wear to the
interior and/or exterior components of the fixture. Damages and/or performance
issues resulting from installation in a maritime/coastal environment will void the
manufactures warranty, and will NOT be subject to any warranty claims and/or repairs.

Maritime installations require additional preparation, and additional service intervals may be needed
given the maritime use. In general, IP ratings presuppose freshwater conditions VS maritime conditions,
which are typically more “caustic” to IP fixtures (both internally and externally). A duty-cycle may
also be needed when units are not in use. During times of high humidity and colder temperatures,
condensation may occur internally so the fixture may require a duty-cycle to bring it up to running
temperature, allowing any accumulation of moisture to be expelled via the vent valve. Recommendations
can change based on installation environmental circumstances. A waterproof dome or similar device is
recommended for use in permanent outdoor installations. When using a dome, refer to manufacturer
recommendations for duty-cycle.

Exterior Maintenance: Inspect the exterior every 30-days. The unit must be powered off /disconnected.
The chassis should be inspected for any signs of contaminants. Inspect optics to determine if the lens
is obstructed, then clean optics and chassis accordingly. Based on initial finding, schedule maintenance
accordingly, keeping in mind that exterior maintenance will be required. Even if the luminaires are NOT
in use, maintenance will still be needed given its location (exterior use). The use of a durable type of
wax on the chassis is recommended since it will help prevent contaminant build up. Inspect both power
and data lines for any signs of contaminants or corrosion. Periodically reapplying di-electric grease,
especially in coastal environments. If any signs of corrosion/contaminants are present, clean thoroughly,
and/or replace connectors, then reapply di-electric grease. Typically, this should be done annually, or
any time an opportunity presents itself. As a preventive measure, annual replacement of both vent
valves is recommended. The vent valve membrane can become contaminated and/or clogged causing
improper venting of humidity within the luminaire. Inspect all mounting hardware as a precaution.

Interlor Maintenance: Inspect the interior every 30-days. The unit must be powered off /disconnected.
Inspect zoom/focus mechanism, clean optics, lubricate linear bearings (Krytox oil) as needed, inspect
belts for wear

+ Inspect all rotating effect wheels, manually rotate them, note any resistance
Inspect all remaining rotating belts for any wear

+ Inspect all fans, clean as needed, check rotation, check connections

+ Inspect CMY module, manually move flags and check for signs of resistance, and if needed, clean
guide rods first, then reapply a thin layer of grease (moly lube)

+ Clean interior with low-volume compressed air, then clean optics prior to reassembly of head covers

Although the base has limited moving parts, the pan belt should also be inspected for wear. Remember
to always perform an IP test anytime a cover is removed.

There is no specific time frame regarding the routine replacement of parts such as belts/stepper motors,
PCBs, or LEDs. These items should only be replaced on an as needed bases, except for cooling fans, which
should be replaced once the luminaries reach 10,000-hours. This is a prophylactic measure intended
to keep the unit running as cool as possible, insuring proper function of all internal components. A
complete service breakdown is available, please contact service@elationlighting.com for any needed
parts or manuals.
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LIMITED WARRANTY (USA ONLY)

Elation Professional hereby warrants, to the original purchaser, Elation Professional products to
be free of manufacturing defects in material and workmanship for a period of two years (730
days), and Elation Professional product rechargeable batteries to be free of manufacturing defects
in material and workmanship for a period of six months (180 days), from the original date of
purchase. This warranty excludes discharge lamps and all product accessories. This warranty shall
be valid only if the product is purchased within the United States of America, including possessions
and territories.

If any product is sent, it must be shipped in its
original package and packaging material. No accessories should be shipped with the product. If any
accessories are shipped with the product, Elation Professional shall have no liability what so ever
for loss and/or or damage to any such accessories, nor for the safe return thereof.

On Driver 1, connect the “DMX In” port to the DMX Controller using a 5-pin XLR cable.
Connect the “LED Out” port to your LED Tape or Pixel Wash 40IPs using a 4-pin XLR cable.
On Driver 1, connect the “DMX Thru” port to the “DMX In" port of the next driver in the
series (Driver 2 in the illustration below) using a 5-pin XLR cable. This applies only if
multiple drivers are being controlled by the DMX Controller.

On Driver 2, connect the “LED Out” port to your LED Tape or Pixel Wash 40IPs using a
4-pin XLR cable.

If Driver 2 is the last driver in your series, then the “DMX Thru” port can be left
disconnected, as shown in the illustration below. Alternately, if there are additional
drivers in your series, the “DMX Thru” port of Driver 2 should be connected to the “DMX
In” port of the next driver.

Once all connections have been made, connect the “Power In” port of each driver to a
suitable power source.

CONNECTIONS (DRIVERS IN PARALLEL)

Alternately, if your DMX controller features multiple outlet ports, you can also opt to set
up the drivers in parallel, with each driver receiving its own dedicated outlet on the DMX
controller and no direct link between the individual drivers. Such a setup can be particularly
useful for running LED Tape strips, which can require a very large number of control channels
to operate.

1. On Driver 1, connect the “DMX In” port to the first outlet of the DMX Controller using a
5-pin XLR cable.

2. On Driver 1, connect the “LED Out” port to your LED Tape or Pixel Wash 40IPs using a

4-pin XLR cable.

Leave the “DMX Thru” port unconnected.

4. Repeat steps 1-3 for each additional driver in your system. Once all connections have been
made, connect the “Power In” port of each driver to a suitable power source.

This driver features a Hi Power Mode, which can be disabled in order to allow the driver

to control additional Pixel Wash 40IP fixtures. The max number of fixtures that can be

controlled by the driver is as follows:

PIXEL AMP 200

The Pixel Amp 200 device can be used to increase the number of Pixel Wash 40IP fixtures
that can be controlled with a single driver.

1. Link the fixtures in groups, where the maximum size of each group is 5 fixtures per
group when Hi Power Mode is on, or 8 fixtures per group when Hi Power mode is off.
Link the outlet port of the driver to the inlet of the first fixture of the first group.

Link the outlet of the last unit in the first group to the inlet of the Pixel Amp 200.

Link the outlet of the Pixel Amp 200 to the inlet of the first unit in the following group.
Repeat steps 3 and 4 until all the fixture groups are linked.

Please note that each driver can only accommodate a maximum of 5 fixture groups,
regardless of whether Hi Power Mode in on or off. This translates to a maximum of 25
fixtures per driver with Hi Power Mode on (as shown below), or 40 fixtures per driver with Hi
Power Mode Off. Multiple drivers can still be linked via the DMX Thru ports.

WALL MOUNTING
The driver includes mounting flanges for wall mount installations. Use four (4) M6x25 self-

tapping screws and insert them through the mounting holes located on the flanges. Make
sure that the driver is mounted firmly and securely before proceeding to use.
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

CLAMP MOUNTING
This device features an integrated mounting plate on the back side, which includes two holes

for the installation of an Omega bracket. Insert the Omega bracket’s twist lock fasteners
into the designated holes in the mounting plate, then twist the fasteners to secure the

Omega bracket in place. Refer to the images below.

The mounting clamp can then be attached to the Omega bracket. When mounting the fixture
to a truss or any other suspended or overhead installation, be sure to secure appropriately
rated clamps (not included) to the Omega bracket and attach a separate SAFETY CABLE of
the appropriate safety rating to at least one of the holes in the wall mount brackets.

REMOTE CONTROL OPERATION

The Elation UC-IR24 infrared remote gives the user control of various functions for a variety
of Elation fixtures with IR capabilities. Please note that the remote should be aimed at the
front of the fixture, and that maximum operating range is 30 feet.

CONTROLS

ON and OFF buttons: When the ON button is pressed, the lighting fixture switches on
and returns to its last running state. When the OFF button is pressed, the unit powers off.
STROBE: The unit shall strobe according to the selected color or program. The strobe
rate can be adjusted by repeatedly pressing the + / - buttons, or 15 preset strobe speeds
can directly be accessed by pressing buttons 1-15, where 1 is the slowest and 15 is the
fastest.

SOUND: The unit shall trigger the last selected program steps based on the primary units
microphone. The microphone sensitivity can then be adjusted with the +/- buttons.
COLOR: Select preset static colors using buttons 0-15. The intensity for the set color
can then be adjusted with the +/- buttons.

PROGRAM: Internal programs can be selected by pressing buttons 0-13 (Note: since this
unit only supports 13 programs, the 14 button and 15 button have no defined function for
this unit). The selected program run speed can be adjusted with the+/- buttons.

+ and - buttons: These buttons are used to adjust strobe rate when the STROBE button
is active, mic sensitivity when the SOUND button is active, brightness intensity when the
COLOR button is active, or program run speed when the PROGRAM button is active. The
+/- buttons can be repeatedly pressed adjust the setting by single increments, or pressed
and held to quickly make large adjustments.

0-15 buttons: These buttons are used to select preset strobe speeds when the STROBE
button is active, static colors when the COLOR button is active, or internal programs
when the PROGRAM button is active. Colors stored in buttons 0-15 can be edited from
the units menu if desired by the user.

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PIXEL GROUPS

The number of pixels that this device can control is limited by the available number of DMX
control channels. The device has a total of 512 available DMX control channels, and each pixel
requires three channels (red, green, and blue) to operate. Therefore, the maximum number of
pixels that can be controlled in standard configuration is 170: 170 pixels x 3 channels per pixel
= 510 channels. This is the maximum number of 3-channel groups that can be accommodated
without exceeding the 512 channel limitation.

However, this device also gives the user the ability to adjust the pixel grouping configuration. In
the standard configuration, individual pixels are controlled independently for finer control over
the resolution of the lighting display. Alternately, multiple individual pixels may be grouped
together under a common set of control channels in order to reduce the number of required
control channels. This also reduces the effective pixel count for each fixture. The downside to
this is the reduced resolution of the lighting display.

In each pixel control mode, the first number denotes the number of individual pixels that make
up each control group, while the second number denotes the number of control groups. Each
control group will always occupy 3 DMX channels (for red, green, and blue control). This means
that within each control group, all pixels will be controlled by the same set of 3 DMX channels.

For example, let us examine a 30-pixel strip, as shown below. Selecting 2x15 mode means that
the pixels will be divided into 15 control groups, with each group containing 2 LEDs.

In this mode, a total of 45 DMX channels are used: 3 DMX channels (for Red, Green, Blue) per
group multiplied by 15 groups.

If we want to reduce the number of control groups required, one possible solution is to select a
different pixel grouping mode. For instance, selecting 3x10 mode will result in the LED display
being divided into 10 control groups each containing 3 pixels. Therefore, the number of DMX
channels required drops to 30: 10 control groups multiplied by 3 DMX channels (for Red, Green,
and Blue) per group.

Please refer to the following points during routine inspections:

A. A detailed electrical check by an approved electrical engineer every three months, to
make sure the circuit contacts are in good condition and prevent overheating.

B. Be sure all screws and fasteners are securely tightened at all times. Loose screws may fall
out during normal operation, resulting in damage or injury as larger parts could fall.

C. Check for any deformations on the housing, rigging hardware, and rigging points (ceiling,
suspension, trussing). Deformations in the housing could allow for dust to enter into the
fixture. Damaged rigging points or unsecured rigging could cause the device to fall and
seriously injure a person(s).

D. Electric power supply cables must not show any damage, material fatigue, or sediments.

NEVER remove the ground prong from the power cable.
